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Holland-days... 
 
I once learned that there is a psychological term for remembering where one was 
when a significant historical event occurred (for example 9/11, or JFK’s 
assassination). I forget what the psychological term is.  I just remember where I 
was.  
 
This week we commemorated Dr. Martin Luther King Jr.’s birthday. I remember the 
day he was assassinated in 1968. I was in fifth grade and had just returned from a 
visit to the doctor where I had received a battery of inoculations in preparation for 
an overseas move. My father was an Air Force pilot and was being transferred to a 
squadron based out of Okinawa. The typhus and cholera shots I received that day 
were required before moving halfway around the world. The shots also induced a 
mild reaction that included fever and hallucinations. It was through that fog I heard 
the news from Memphis. 
 
Our family spent the next three years in military housing on the island of Okinawa 
where I befriended a number of African-Americans my age. Life on a military base is 
somewhat like living in a vacuum. There isn’t a whole lot to do other than go to 
school and play whatever sport is in season. And that is what we did. I remember, 
though, that each and every one of my friends’ homes had the same thing hanging 
on their living room walls: a bas-relief of the head of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. 
 
 

Let It Ring 
 
It rang from Stone Mountain of Georgia, 
from Lookout Mountain of Tennessee, 
and from sweltering hillsides of Mississippi. 
Then it rang from Pacific islands, from swaying  
grasses on southeast Montana reservations,  
and from a warming center in  
Bozeman. 
 
But the thing about bells is 
they don’t ring of their own accord. 
They lose momentum and grow silent 
without bell ringers. 
 
So, let freedom ring. 
Let justice roll.
