 I’m not sure exactly why, but the other day one of our annual ministries popped into my 

head. Operation Christmas Child has been spearheaded by Donna Beck for many years and she 

and her crew do a tremendous job getting hundreds of shoeboxes ready to ship each November. 
Our family has always participated, but I have to admit that sometimes we just go through the 

motions. We don’t think enough about the kids on the receiving end of the process. 

 

 I visited the Samaritan’s Purse website, and I found a map of the world where you can 

click on each country to see how many shoeboxes have been delivered since 1993. The best I can 

tell India and Mexico lead the way with over seven and six million boxes, respectively. The only 
other country with over five million deliveries was, surprisingly, the Ukraine. So I thought I 

might take a fictional journey to the other end of the shoebox line. 

 

The Ball (part I) 

 
 Viktor gazed at the horizon beyond the chain-link fence at the boundary of the orphan-

age. The winter sun was setting into the haze offered up by bustling Donetsk to the west. He 

watched in amazement as multi-hued streaks predictably raced across the sky. The old-timers 

said the nightly parade of colors was a gift of Chernobyl, the same disaster that doctors said was 

to blame for the cancer that ultimately took his parents when Viktor was only four. Theirs was a 

small family, so there was no one else to care for Viktor. Now he lived inside these links of chain. 
  

 Thump! The soccer ball struck Viktor in the back of the head. “Pay attention,” his best 

friend Andrey yelled. “It’s almost dark and the mistress will make us go in soon.”  

 

Viktor rubbed his head and yelled back, “Good thing you kicked that ball, Andrey, other-
wise it would have hurt.” He popped the ball up with a deft touch and volleyed it back toward his 

friend. They were in the midst of reenacting the latest tilt between Shakhtar Donetsk and Dy-

namo Kiev, the two storied rivals of Ukrainian football. “Five minutes of added time and the 

score is tied one-one,” Viktor mimicked the announcer they had listened to on the internet feed 

last week. The mistress had allowed them to stay up past their bedtime to watch the match, be-

cause the two had had a remarkable change in behavior ever since the shoeboxes came. 
 

The orphanage was state run and subject to the whims of local bureaucrats. As a result 

recreational supplies ebbed and flowed. Likewise food. And winter was always the worst. Bread 

and cabbage, cabbage and bread. Day and night. Night and day. To the boys’ way of thinking, 

though, not having a football was a far worse crime against humanity. They lived and breathed 
it, often to the chagrin of the teachers who often found the boys diagramming plays in lieu of 

homework. Then when their last ball wore out in October, their attitude suffered. “Improvise,” 

the mistress had implored, but tape wound around trash was a poor substitute. Their grades 

dipped. Their chores went undone. 

 

At Christmas the staff reluctantly allowed the boys to each have one of the boxes that 
came from the American relief agency. For the past five years it had been a rite of passage with 

the orphans, so the mistress thought denying the boys a brief glimpse of hope might make 

things even worse. 

 

Viktor had only half-heartedly opened his box. It held the requisite soap and toothbrush, 
stationary and hard candies. But then he felt the deflated leather at the bottom of the box. And 

he read one of the few English words he knew: Nike.
