John Calvin 500th Birthday
commemoration to get underway July 5

The founder of what became the Presbyterian
church is John Calvin, one of the giants, along
with Martin Luther, of the Protestant
Reformation. He was born 500 years ago, on
July 10, 1509 in Noyon, France.

There are three opportunities in our church this
summer to mark this special anniversary and to learn
more about Calvin. On Sunday, July 5, both
morning services (at 8:30 and 10:30 a.m.), will
feature elements of worship from the 16™
century.

Worship leadership will include two of our
resident Presbyterian clergy: Paul Krebill and
Carol Shellenberger. Dan Krebill will be
preaching on the significance of the communion
table in our tradition's understanding of the
sacrament of the Lord's Supper, an important
contribution that Calvin made to our theology.

Then at the Rockhaven vesper services at 7:00
p.m. on July 5 and on July 19, retired Presbyterian
pastor Larry VandeCreek will be speaking on the life
and work of John Calvin.

These commemorative events will kick of f our
celebration that will then resume later this fall
with an adult Sunday School series on Calvin and
a worship celebration on Reformation Sunday,
October 25th.
