 We look forward to welcoming the youth of Chestnut Hill Presbyterian Church, who 
learned about us from their organist/choir director, Mark Anderson.  Mark is the youngest son 
of Lad and Lois Anderson; Lad was pastor of our church in the early 1960s.  The mission team 
includes some young people who have sung in the Pennsylvania Girl Choir which Mark directs; 
who will share their music with us in worship on July 25.  As part of our hospitality to this 
group, we have offered to reduce their baggage fees by supplying 18 sleeping bags for their 
use at Rockhaven that week.

 On the evening of July 25, the combined mission team will lead worship and share their 
excitement for the week at Rockhaven Vespers.  Come to meet and greet our guests, as well s 
encourage our young people!
