Brainstorming on Hospitality

At our recent committee meeting, your Hospitality Committee did
some brainstorming on ways to be more hospitable. We hope you'll
incorporate one or two of the ideas in your Sunday Morning worship

time:
e Ask people you've not met before to sit with you in church

e Introduce yourself to anyone you haven’t met before. Even if you
discover they are already church members, it is still very
reasonable to get to know them anyway. Perhaps “I don’t believe
I've met you before” is a nice opening.

e Sitin a different pew than you usually do, and look for people in
that area of the sanctuary that you don’t know well.

e Find someone to visit with who is at least one generation older or
younger than you.

e Don’t greet your regular group of friends until you have greeted
someone new.

e When you have finished visiting with someone new, pass them on
to another person who might benefit from meeting them.

e To make sure our guests feel welcomed by the pastors, let's make
sure the pastors have a chance to greet them before we get
involved in our own conversations. A particular topic to avoid
when creating a welcome space for visitors is the nuts and bolts of
church business. You might instead just be genuinely interested in
them. If they want to know more about the church, they’ll ask
questions.
