Presbyterian Church this fall has been the strong interest in 7he Story. In August, we
placed an order for what we thought would be enough books to get us started as a
congregation. In September, every week we placed another order for more books. From 5™ grade
through adults, we now have about 70 books in circulation. Many of those books are being shared in
families, so it’s probably safe to say that close to 100 people of our congregation are reading the Bible
this fall, in The Story’s chronological and somewhat condensed format. Wow!

What is it about the Bible that captures our hearts and imaginations? It’s not the “gee whiz” that we
experience so often in our high tech world. It’s not that the Bible is filled with morally upright
characters on whom we can model our lives. And it’s not the ability to fire Bible “zingers” to prove
another person wrong. No, the Bible is low tech and populated by fallible people, and the world has
experienced enough abuse of the Bible’s message and purpose through Bible warfare. What is
captivating about the Bible and its story is that it reveals God in the world, the real world of families
and friends, rivers and seas and mountains, enemies and strangers and children and old people. Susan
Briehl, a Lutheran pastor, writes, “God meets us on these pages and awakens us to a world more
broken and blessed than we imagined. If you love your life just as it is right now, forget about the
Bible. Entering the Biblical story, the story of God’s self-giving love, could be dangerous. When you
get into this story, it will get into you and begin shaping how you live.”

So perhaps the Bible should come with a warning label: You are risking a life-transforming journey
when you enter this book. You will meet yourself in these pages, and discover the honest truth about
both your sinfulness and your blessedness. You will begin to look at others differently as a result of the
people you encounter in these stories. God will meet you, and you will meet God in this story.

As November begins, The Story has taken us through the Pentateuch (the first five books of the Bible)
and we are about to enter the long story of living in the Promised Land. Judges, kings, and prophets
will show us human faithlessness, repentance and restoration, and God’s faithfulness, righteousness
and forgiveness. It is a timeless story, setting the stage for our need for salvation and the gift of Christ.
Reading with others helps us stay accountable to one another, and it’s never too late to join this
adventure.
